
Herbert Wayne 'Snap' Ervin

ST. AUGUSTINE, Fla. -- Services for Herbert Wayne "Snap" Ervin, 80, of St. Augustine, Fla., will be held at 8 p.m. Thursday in Kotrady-Hudgins-Croyle Funeral 
Home. A memorial service in Logansport will be held at a later date.

He died on Saturday, May 29, 2004, in Flagler Hospital, St. Augustine.

Also surviving are three daughters, Debra Fuller, Ocala, Fla., and Susan Scaff and her husband, Thomas, and Colleen Linsler, all of St. Augustine, Fla.; one son, 
Jeremy Kleiber, St. Augustine, Fla.; two brothers, Delmar Ervin and John Ervin, both of Logansport; one sister, Mary McEldowney, Grand Rapids, Mich.; nine 
grandchildren and 11 great-grandchildren.

One daughter, Marcia Murphy; one grandson, Kyle Daniels; two brothers, Clarence and Earl E. Ervin; and two sisters, Evelyn Hutcheson and Alice Sarver, 
preceded in death.
